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telling lica are the children of the Devil. For this
reason Jesus said to the chief men or clergy of the
Jows: ‘Yo are of your father the devil, and the lusts
of your father ye will do.’”” He that is of God sces
(God's Word and obeys. Therefore those who repeat
Satan’s lies are children of the Devil.—John 8:44, 47.

The words of Jesus make a clear distinction between
truth and lies. Replying to a question propounded to
Josusg, he said: *‘To this end was I born, and for this
oouso camo I into tho world, that I should [be a wit-
ness to] the truth. Every one that is of the truth
hearoth my voice.’’ (John 18:37) ‘‘God ... cannot
lie.’’ (Titus 1:2; Hebrews 6:18) He is the truo
and righteous One, and his Word is the truth. (John
17:17) It follows, then, that all doctrines or teach-
ings of men, which are contrary to the Word of God,
aro false toachings; and if such doctrines or teach-
ings tend to do injury to others, then such doctrines
or tenchings are lics. You are now about to give con-
sideration to doctrines or teachings about which you
have heard much, and for your own welfare you must
dotormine whether or not those doetrines or teachings
aro truo or falso.{If you find that doctrines, when
measured by the Word of Cod, are contrary to the
Word of God, then it is certain that such teachings
are lies and that they proceed from the Devil, the
originator or father of lies. If you find that a doc-

trine or tcaching is a lie, you should quickly forsake
it, rog'nrmcu of who teaches it or how long you have
beliov at teaching to be true. Your own welfare
and your duty to 25:;‘5 demand that you abandon Jics,

no matter who teaches them, for the reason that the
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¢nd of the maker and supporter of Ties is eternal death.
—Revelation 21: 8, 27) : $ e
*+ God hates a spcakdr of lies. (Proverbs 6:16-19)
#‘A false witness shall not be unpunished, and he
that spcaketh lies shall perish.”” (Proverbs 19:9) The
Devil lied to and deceived the perfeet woman Eve.
It is certain, then, that the Devil by and through
his agents lics to and deceives many imperfect crea-
tures. There is only one possible way to find safety,
and that is to learn the truth of Glod’s Word and
folll.o;v that and keep away from the teachings of men
which are contrary to the Word of God. If you find

DEATH

You have often heard some human teacher say:
““There is no death; when a man is taken away in
what is called death he is not in fact dead but pass-
es on to live; his body dies, but his soul lives on for
ever.”” In bricf, such is the teaching of practically
all the religious organizations of ‘‘Christendom’’. Is
that doctrine or teaching true, or is it a liet The
Seriptures emphatically answer that such teaching is
Satan’s lie. God said to man: ‘In the day that you
sin, you shall surcly die.” (Genesis 2:17) The liar
